	MANAGEMENT PLAN

	Smoking
	The clubhouse and grounds are a no smoking area and this is signed at the Club entrance. 

	Drugs and Alcohol
	Alcohol or non-prescription drugs must not be brought to the Club. The person in charge has authority to require any one obviously under the influence to leave 

	Dangerous Goods
	The main storage shed is to be locked immediately after each daily set up and remain locked except when equipment is required to be put away or retrieved.

	Kitchen
	During Tournaments entrance to the kitchen is to be signed as restricted to authorised kitchen volunteers. 

	Hot Water Urn
	This is not to be carried full, especially when hot. It is to be filled once in place and drained into a smaller jug at the end of the day.

	Evacuation Plan
	In the event of fire or other emergency the evacuation point is the grass verge of Plimmerton Drive, through the entry gate. Anyone on the lawns is to evacuate through the main gates. The person in charge is responsible for checking there is no one left in the Clubhouse or toilet block.

	Hazard Identification
	The Clubhouse whiteboard is to display specific hazards relevant to players and visitors. It is to have a section ruled off for anyone present to write down any hazard that they identify, as well as reporting this to the Club Captain. 

	First Aid Kit
	The Safety Manager is to ensure that a person is delegated to ensure that the First Aid Kit is stocked in accordance with the First Aid Stocklist. The kit is located by the hand basin in the Toilet block

	Medical Emergency
	Use the Clubhouse mobile phone to dial 111. A defibrillator is mounted in the Clubhouse. For non emergency medical assistance ………………..
